There are so many wonderful things to do in the Tidewater area that it is impossible to list all the options.  We have researched a few that we thought might be of interest.  If you have anything in particular that you think you would like to do contact Steve and he will get you the information.
HOTELS:
The hotels we have selected are the Hampton Inn, and the La Quinta Inn and Suits.  These hotels were selected for their location and the great prices they offered.  Both have swimming pools and a continental breakfast.  All hotel reservation should be made individually by you.  Both hotels will let you use points if you have them.  The Hampton Inn is a Hilton property so you can use Hilton points there. Points users need to make their reservations through the regular channels they would use, and our discounts at the selected hotels do not apply.  But then again if you are using points, it's free.  Here is what we have:
The Hampton Inn is $99 + tax - To make your reservations at the Hampton Inn call 757-490-9800 and give the group code TCH (this is a ship reference) and the type of room you would like.  Or fax your information to 757-490-3573 attention Maria Brunner.
The La Quinta Inn is $69 + tax.  To make reservations at the La Quinta Inn call 757-497-6620 and tell them you are with group #1096 (no reference to the ship #) and the type of room you would like.  Or fax your information to 757-456-9780 attention Pam Witham.
There is also a Holiday Inn and a Marriott Courtyard next to where we are staying if someone has points at either of those properties.  They are located on Greenwich Rd in Va Beach.
Rooms are already blocked, so you can start making your reservations now.  We even have some blocked if you want to come down for the whole week.  (25-31)

CAMPING:  There are many camping areas in the VA beach area.  Our suggestion is to go to www.virginiacampgrounds.org to find one that fits your needs.  There are also camping facilities at NAS Oceana and Fort Story.
BABY SITTING:  In room baby sitting services will be available at the rate of $5 an hour per child, at the hotels.  The service is being provided by a local Girl Scout Troop, and all sitters are certified.  The supervisor is a licensed day-care provider and personal friend of Steve and Dee.  Safety and security measures will be put in place so that only the parents or their designated representative will be able to access the room.  Specific details will be provided at registration.  Payments must be made in cash.
SPECIAL NOTE:  In these tough economical times it may be hard for some of our shipmates to attend so Steve and his wife Dee have also decided to do some special things.
The first is kind of a “lay-a-way” plan.  You can send whatever amount you feel comfortable with to them and they will put it away in a bank account specifically for the Reunion and send you a receipt.  A ledger will be kept of what you have deposited towards the Reunion, and your fees can be paid out of your account.  Any money you may have left over will be returned to you at the reunion, “extra spending money”.  The idea is so that you will not have to come up with a lump sum all at once. With economic times the way they are, they thought this might make it easier for whom ever wants to take advantage of this program.
